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Three-year-old Jayce lives with his adoptive parents and five siblings. His adoptive parents, 
who identify as African American, work full-time. Jayce was born with prenatal exposure to 
methamphetamine and marijuana and has severe allergies to milk and soy-based products. He 
has been enrolled in a high-quality preschool program since the age of six months.

Jayce enjoys outdoor play and working with blocks or other materials that he can stack or take 
apart. He is particularly fascinated with the movie Toy Story and enjoys open-ended 
exploration with boxes. Jayce demonstrates strong artistic abilities and enjoys drawing; 
however, he does not prefer sensory activities, including painting or working with three-
dimensional materials. At preschool, he enjoys playing primarily with one peer, Rayna, whom 
he often refers to as his best friend.

Jayce was diagnosed with ADHD and severe speech delay. He currently has difficulty 
communicating effectively with his peers and other adults. He often cries out of frustration 
during transition with his inability to express his needs and struggle with emotional regulation.
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Jayce, de tres años, vive con sus padres adoptivos y cinco hermanos. Sus padres adoptivos, que se identifican como afroamericanos, trabajan a tiempo completo. Jayce nació con exposición prenatal a metanfetamina y marihuana, y tiene alergias graves a productos lácteos y a base de soya. Está inscrito en un programa preescolar de alta calidad desde los seis meses de edad.

A Jayce le gusta jugar al aire libre y trabajar con bloques u otros materiales que pueda apilar o desarmar. Está particularmente fascinado con la película Toy Story y disfruta explorar libremente con cajas. Jayce demuestra fuertes habilidades artísticas y le gusta dibujar; sin embargo, no prefiere las actividades sensoriales, como pintar o trabajar con materiales tridimensionales. En el preescolar, disfruta principalmente jugar con una compañera, Rayna, a quien a menudo se refiere como su mejor amiga.

A Jayce le diagnosticaron TDAH y retraso grave del habla. Actualmente tiene dificultades para comunicarse de manera efectiva con sus compañeros y otros adultos. A menudo llora de frustración durante las transiciones debido a su incapacidad para expresar sus necesidades y a sus dificultades para regular sus emociones.
